The most inspiring purpose for the indi-
vidual or the church is also found through discernment (opening to the lead-
ing of God) and following the guidance of the Christ within. The purpose,
akin to a mission, is something you will always be working on, and it will
never be completed. Your divine purpose is that which you were: sent to this
time and place to do.
An example of personal purpose is: to understand and connect with God in
myself and others. Your church’s purpose is synonymous with your mission.
If we are aligned with God in what we are doing, and we are joyful in it, it
cannot help but prosper. The universe honors an intention that is aligned
with God. The others side of this is that if something is not working for you,
is your purpose in it aligned with the divine purpose? Once you know your
divine purpose, this is a good test for any endeavor.
